OVID New Look

OVID has been working on updating its look to make it cleaner, easier to navigate, and more intuitive for both experienced and new searchers. Use your existing OVID password to login to see what’s planned.
New Links  

If you’ve visited the library Web page for Electronic Books and Journals recently you’ll notice we’ve added a few links for the individual services to the databases. We’ve included links for the Army to the AMEDD Virtual Library; for the Air Force to the AFMS Virtual Library, and for the Navy to the Telelibrary.  Databases the library subscribes to directly and issues passwords for do not have individual services listed.  
New resource – MICROMEDEX
The services have collaborated to allow their members to access the MICROMEDEX suite of databases.  Access is password controlled by the library so be sure to ask about it as part of your library registration.  MICROMEDEX has a PDA feature also but you must first obtain a password from library.  The PDA feature allows access to DrugPoints, Clinical Points, Tox Points, Alt Med Points, Drug Interaction tool, and Diagnosis tools.
Access to Databases

Please remember that many of you have access to databases the library makes available.  We encourage using the passwords you’ve been assigned to do a little searching.  Although library staff is glad to do searches for you, using your own passwords lets you keep your hand in the game by allowing you to keep your searching skills fresh.  And although library policy is not to assign database passwords to contract staff, they can still search all the OVID databases, HealthBusiness Fulltext, and MicroMedex in the library.  These resources have many full text articles in them that can either be printed or e-mailed– a popular feature for many of our users!
