Access to Databases

Please remember that many of you have access to databases the library makes available.  We encourage using the passwords you’ve been assigned to do a little searching – it lets you keep your hand in the game because you keep your searching skills sharp.  If you haven’t remembered to ask for database access as part of your registration process, you may want to send the library a message- afml@tma.osd.mil -requesting access.

 Remember, you don’t have to do your own searches because a password was assigned to you - the library staff is glad to do searches for you.  We do ask that you be a registered AFML library user.  You can send your search request to afml@tma.osd.mil.  Phrase the request in a complete sentence – it’s hard to know what you need if just a word or two is used.  Include any special information such as the number of years you need searched, if you would like foreign language material, any other places you’ve looked, and the impact, if any, on the military mission.

Ever need a quote to beef up your presentation?  Wonder who said something? Or didn’t?  The library has a number of items that could be helpful to you – ranging from military quotations, medical quotations, quotes from famous people, misquotes, or often repeated sayings.

The text is arranged under topics reflecting the vast range of human experience.  Quotations were included because they were considered important, were spoken or written by important persons, and addressed issues of recurring relevance.  Includes an index of quotation sources.
Bartlett, John.   Familiar quotations:  a collection of passages, phrases and proverbs traced to their sources in ancient and modern literature 15th ed.   Beck, Emily Morrison; editorial staff of Little, Brown, and Company, editors.  Boston:  Little, Brown, and Company; 1980.

The key to using this resource is to rely on the very useful indexes.  To find particular authors users should see the Index of Authors.  Quotations are best identified by using the index because entries are usually a short form of the phrase being indexed.  If a user can’t find the quotation they are looking for using a particular keyword, scanning the rest of the keyword entry or trying synonyms may be helpful.
Boller, Paul F.; George, John.  They never said it:  a book of fake quotes, misquotes, and misleading attributions.  New York: Oxford University Press; 1989.

A collection of quotes taken out of context, invented quotes, and misattributed quotes.  Arranged by name.  Entries include quote and explanation of misuse. Includes index.

Collection of quotations on various topics.  The text is organized by topic but does not include index.

Collection of quotations by and about Americans.  Key American documents are usually given in their entirety. Includes biographical list of persons quoted.  In the index quotes are listed under the author, the topic of the quotation, and one or more familiar key words.
Daintith, John; Isaacs, Amanda, editors.  Medical quotes:  a thematic dictionary.  Oxford; New York:  Facts on File; 1989.

A compilation of writings, sayings, and remarks about medicine and related subjects.  Quotations are arranged under themes. Within each entry quotes are alphabetical by author’s last name.   Includes both a keyword index and index of authors.

Eigen, Lewis D.; Siegel, Jonathan P.  The manager’s book of quotations.  New York:  American Management Association; 1989.

A compilation of management quotes taken from unofficial literature such as minutes of company meetings, memos, speeches, and television interviews, as well as more formal management literature. Designed for the manager and encompassing management and the management aspect of business as opposed to finance and economics.  Arranged by topic and includes an index. 
Foster, James, [compiler].  A doctor’s Shakespeare:  a collection of medical quotations from Shakespeare.  [United States]:  Xlibris Corp.; 2001.

Collection of 740 medicine related quotations taken from Shakespeare’s plays, sonnets, and long poems.  The quotes are organized under medical headings.  Includes index of works from which the quotes were taken and a reading list focusing on Shakespeare and medicine.
Gaither, Carl C.; Cavazos-Gaither, Alma E., compilers; Slocombe, Andrew, illustrator.  Medically speaking:  a dictionary of quotations on dentistry, medicine, and nursing.   Philadelphia: Institute of Physics Publishing; 1999.

Collection of approximately 1500 quotes covering the disciplines of medicine, dentistry, and nursing.  Organized by subject and includes author and subject indexes.

Compiled by a retired U.S. Marine Corps Colonel and covering all aspects of the military art. 

Over 5000 quotations spanning the last two thousand years are included.  Includes a Table of Rubrics and Index of Sources. 
Huth, Edward J.; Murray, T. Jock, editors.  Medicine in quotations:  views of health and disease through the ages.  Philadelphia:  American College of Physicians; 2000.

Over 3000 medical quotations demonstrating how some medical concepts and practices have developed and changed through generations and how others have remained essentially constant. Quotations are grouped alphabetically by topic and under each topic listed chronologically with the oldest coming first.  This form was chosen since it gives historical perspective on changes in knowledge, concepts, and practice in the field of medicine.  Included are an author-citation index and a subject index.
Langer, Howard J., compiler, editor.  American Indian quotations.  Westport, CN:  Greenwood Press; 1996.

Compilation of approximately 800 quotations dating back to the mid-sixteenth century. Intended for use by speakers, toastmasters, and those leading committee meetings and seminars and lead discussions on civic, professional, and business matters. Includes approximately seven thousand quotations from over fifteen hundred famous persons of various professions.  Dates are not given for individual quotations.  Organized alphabetically by author and includes a subject index.
Royle, Trevor, compiler.  A dictionary of military quotations.  New York:  Simon & Schuster; 1990.

Source of quotations are primarily British and American. Time span begins in Classical times and continues through the 1990’s.  The text is divided into five sections and is alphabetical within each section.  The first, Captains and Kings covers world’s greatest commanders and military theorists; Battles and Wars deals with some of the great battles and wars with emphasis on British and American conflicts; Armies and Soldiers includes quotations about the different arms which make up an army and characteristics of various national armies; War and Peace includes quotations covering various ingredients of military life; and Last Post focuses on the life and death aspects of a soldier.  Includes author index and subject index.
Silverman, Mark E.; Murray, T. Jock; Bryan, Charles S., editors.  The quotable Osler.  Philadelphia: American College of Physicians; 2002.

Compilation of Osler’s brief comments as opposed to lengthy quotations.  The quotations are divided into nine major areas, which are then further divided into sections.  Includes an index. 

Simpson, James B., editor.  Simpson’s contemporary quotations:  the most notable quotes from 1950 to the present.  New York:  HarperCollins; 1997.

Includes approximately 11,300 quotations with emphasis on the years since 1988.  Organized by three major categories – the world, humankind, and communication and the arts.  Within the three major headings the text is divided into fifty-five subsections, sixteen of which include areas specifically devoted to critical comment.  All quotations are dated and sources offered for verification.  Includes a source index, subject index, and a key line index.
Stevenson, Burton E., editor.  The home book of quotations:  classical and modern. 9th ed.  New York:  Dodd, Mead; 1958.

Quotations are arranged alphabetically by subject and under each subject, alphabetically by author.  Quotations which are simply variation of the same phrase are arranged chronologically.
The more important subjects are divided into sections where related quotes are grouped together.  The section is further subdivided into four further sections with the first containing definitions of the subject, the second witty sayings about it, the third praise, and the fourth criticism. This division is not always followed.  Some subjects have even further subdivisions.  It seems the author has spent a great deal of effort dividing subjects into sections which seems a bit confusing.  If particular quote, readers are directed to look directly under the subject.  For longer quotes, the Concordance at the back of the book should be consulted.  The concordance is a word index to all the quotations in the book and it is grouped alphabetically by leading words and phrases.
Strauss, Maurice B., editor.  Familiar medical quotations.  Boston:  Little, Brown; [1968].

Approximately 7000 quotations focusing on the history of medicine.  Divided by subject and includes an index of authors and alphabetical index of key words.
