Emergency War Surgery Handbook Now Available
The title is a collaborative effort of the Borden Institute and the AMEDD Center & School.  The library has two copies of the text – one in the Reference Collection and one circulating copy.  The Call Number for the book is WO 800U58e 2004.
As stated in the press release for the book, “Although called the 3rd US Revision, this edition of Emergency War Surgery (EWS) represents an entirely new Handbook both in style and content. All material is new and revised to reflect lessons learned from ongoing American involvement in Southwest Asia.

Some of the material is found under bioterrorism, agriculture defense measures, agriculture security measures, or food supply security measures so it will be important to use a variety of terms to find relevant material.

Chapter one reviews the origins of the current system of government regulation of food safety; chapters two and three present some key incidents involving food pathogens; and chapter four presents political alternatives for improving the food safety system.  Part two encompasses chapters five through eight and focuses on genetically modified foods – the benefits, safety risks, politics of government oversight, societal concerns leading to protests against genetically modified food, labeling, and corporate control of the food supply.  The final section, or conclusion, of the book deals with bioterrorism and the nation’s food supply.  An appendix, The Science of Plant Biotechnology, is included.  Also included are a list of tables, figures, and an index.
