Google Alerts
Google has undergone many enhancements since its first appearance as a search engine – and probably more than many people use. One of the enhancements is the Google Alerts feature.   
Google will check for new results based on the frequency you choose when you set up the alert.  You will get a message when new information on your topic is found.  The down side is only Google sites are searched but you don’t have to remember to run the search yourself.  
You could use the alert to see what’s appearing on a topic you’ve been monitoring – or you could use it to see the latest info on your favorite celebrity or sports team – everybody needs a mental break from serious pursuits now and then :)  Your search could be as simple as a word or phrase or it could employ some of Google’s more advanced strategies.
You can set up your alert by clicking on the word “more” at the end of the Google search box.  You’ll be taken to a page listing all of Google’s products – Alerts is at the top of the list. Click on “Alerts” and you’ll be in the screen to set it up.
It is also possible to manage your Alerts – and you can have more than one – by signing in.  Sign in requires only your e-mail and a password you choose.  There is no fee required to sign in or use the Alerts feature.
