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Bookmarking Tool
Have you ever put a lot of time and effort into building a bookmark list of places you like to go on the Web only to change jobs?  How will you ever remember all your favorite sites?  Or, wish you could have access to your bookmark list from your home PC?    Well, there is a nice, time-saving tool that may be just what you need.  It’s a social bookmarking tool called Delicious and it’s free on the Web at http://delicious.com/.   It’s not tied to a single PC so you can get to your bookmarks from any computer.  

You need to be signed in to Delicious to tag or bookmark a site.  Delicious has many interesting features worth exploring and is designed to be an easy to use Web 2.0 tool.   But, its most useful, time-saving feature is the ability to get to your bookmarks from any PC.
What Can the Library Do For Me?

That is the question on people’s minds, basically what’s in it for me and how can I benefit from having one.  Well, it’s a physical place for you to visit and get answers from, either by using the things it has, things it can get, or by talking to the staff.    The purpose of the library is to make your job easier by helping you get things done faster and more efficiently.
The library has books, journals, magazines, and databases.  It concentrates on medicine, health administration, managed care, and historical materials related to military health.
When you come to the library you can check out books, make copies of articles, or search some of the databases.   You may even be able to search the databases from the comfort of your own desk since you can get to them from the library site, www.tricare.mil/afml .
You can ask for books or copies of articles the library may not own, ask to have searches done for you, get help on your own search strategy, have topics of military health interest monitored, and, depending on staff availability, have a librarian at your staff meetings.  Why would you want a librarian at staff meetings?  Well, if there is an issue that comes up during the meeting it could be helpful to ask the librarian to see if there’s been anything written on the topic, or the librarian may know if library has something that could answer your question.
The Armed Forces Medical Library serves the Surgeons General of the Army, Navy, Air Force and their staffs, and the Office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Health Affairs, including TRICARE Management Activities.
