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MHS 2010 Conference
The MHS (Military Health System) 2010 Conference was held during the last week of January 2010 and had as its theme the Quadruple Aim.  The Quadruple Aim is based on the civilian Triple Aim concept but adds the readiness component, which is unique to the military.  The four components of the Quadruple Aim are readiness, population health, experience of care, and cost.  

Readiness ensures that the total force is medically ready to deploy and that the medical force is ready to deliver health care any time and anywhere to support both military operations and humanitarian assistance missions.  Population health focuses on improving the health of the military population by encouraging healthy behaviors and reducing the possibility of illness through preventive care.  Experience of care focuses on satisfaction with care, making sure that care is both patient and family focused, evidence-based, and of the highest quality.  The cost component emphasizes managing healthcare costs while ensuring that high quality care is provided, eliminating inefficiencies, and emphasizing the investment in health that should reduce costs associated with preventable disease.  

In the Quadruple Aim the warfighter is not viewed as a single entity but as family member.  The family is part of the warfighter’s readiness as well as their support system in times of trauma so the healthcare of the family is just as important as care for the warfighter. 

During each day’s opening session the services talked about their commitment to the Quadruple Aim concept and showed examples of how each factor was supported.
Ms. Ellen Embry Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for Force Health Protection and Readiness, LTG Charles B. Green, MD, Surgeon General of the Air Force ,  Rear Admiral Christine Hunter, United States Navy deputy director of TRICARE Management Activity; Rear Adm. Richard R. Jeffries, United States Navy, Medical Officer of the Unites States Marine Corps,  Charles L. Rice, MD President, Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences, Vice Admiral Adam Robinson Jr., United States Navy, surgeon of the Navy and chief of the Navy Bureau of Medicine and Surgery; LTG Eric B. Schoomaker, , MD, PhD, FACP, Army Surgeon General and Commanding General, US Army Medical Command, and Rear Adm. Mark Tedesco, (USCG/USPHS)   were among the featured speakers during the plenary sessions.

Breakout sessions focused on various elements of the Quadruple Aim concept, cooperative efforts of the DoD and VA, the concept of the medical home, the electronic medical record, wounded warriors, developments in military medicine, developments in TRICARE, and numerous issues relevant to military health care.
