INSTRUCTIONS FOR CONTINUING EDUCATION UNIT (CEU) CREDIT


The live and archived TMA UBO FY2012 Webinars (FY2011 and prior archived Webinars ineligible) have been approved by the American Academy of Professional Coders (AAPC) for one (1.0) CEU credit each. Granting of this approval in no way constitutes endorsement by the AAPC of the program, content, or the program sponsor. There is no charge for these credits, and participants may receive only 1.0 credit per eligible Webinar (e.g., live or archived, not both).
Live Broadcast

To receive 1.0 CEU for a live FY2012 Webinar, participants must:

A) Prior to the broadcast, login with their: (1) full name; (2) Service affiliation; and (3) e-mail address [upon entry to the Webmeeting, use the Q&A pod located below the Webmeeting slide presentation. If more than one participant is viewing the Webinar on one computer or mobile device, then the names and e-mail addresses of each and all participants who wish to receive CEU credit must be entered into the Q&A pod]. A post-test is not required; disregard link to downloadable/savable post-test which is included for participants who will be viewing the archived Webinar and wish to receive CEU credit.
B) Listen to the entire Webinar broadcast. 
C) If your systems administrator cannot provide you access to http://altarum.adobeconnect.com/ubo/ and you must request a dial-in number in order to listen to the Webinar along with the presentation, then to receive CEU credit send an e-mail to UBO.LearningCenter@altarum.org within 15 minutes of the end of the Webinar that includes your full name and e-mail address. Include in the subject line “CEU credit requested”, and a read receipt for your records is recommended.

After both live Webinar broadcasts have been completed and attendance records have been verified, Certificates of Approval and Index Numbers will be sent via e-mail—this may take up to five business days—to participants who logged in or sent an e-mail request as required. 
Archived Broadcasts (FY2012 Webinars only)
In the alternative, to receive 1.0 CEU for an archived FY2012 Webinar, participants must: (1) view the Webinar; (2) complete a post-test; and (3) submit the post-test via e-mail to UBO.LearningCenter@altarum.org (a read receipt for your records is recommended). Links to the archived Webinars—that also contain a downloadable and savable post-test—will be available on the TMA UBO Learning Center at http://www.tricare.mil/ocfo/mcfs/ubo/learning_center/training.cfm shortly after the live Webinars (check the Web site for updates). If at least 70% of the questions are answered correctly, participants will receive a Certificate of Approval and Index Number via e-mail. Participants who receive a score of 69% or lower will be notified and may review the archived Webinar and resubmit the post-test. Results may take up to five business days.
Certificates of Approval

The original Certificate of Approval may not be altered except to add the participant’s name and live Webinar date or date the archived Webinar was viewed. Certificates should be maintained on file for at least six months beyond your renewal date in the event you are selected for CEU verification by AAPC. The American Association of Healthcare Administrative Managers (AAHAM) grants one (1) CEU  “for each hour in attendance at an educational program or class related to the health care field” for AAHAM-credentialed participants who self-report using AAHAM’s online CEU tool.
