Outpatient Itemized Billing Rate Table, CMAC Table, and 
CPT Modifier Mapping Updates for 2011
Outpatient Itemized Billing (IB) Rate table, CMAC table, and CPT Modifier Mapping updates will be available for both CHCS and TPOCS with the established effective date of 01 July 2011.  The CHCS CMAC and IB Rate Table updates require previous installation of the corresponding AHLTA software with CY2011 CPT codes and the CHCS-SS_CPT_FY2011-1.0 update.  The installation order is as follows:

1. Corresponding AHLTA software with CPT FY2011 codes  -- For additional information, read the CPT FY2011 Informational on Field Services
2.  CHCS-SS_CPT_FY2011-1.0 (which was released on 24 January 2011; SPDS DIST. #1127,  PTTFN 1.2204).  
The following three updates can be installed in any order; however, the suggested order is:
3. CHCS-SS_IBRATE_BY2011_4630-1.0 
4. CHCS-SS_CMAC_BY2011_4630-1.0
5. CHCS-SS_MOD_MAPPING_FY2011_4630-2.0.
The corresponding TPOCS update (“TPOCS 2011 OIB rates update #2”) is expected to be deployed on 27 June 2011 and should be installed by the effective date of 01 July 2011. By 01 July 2011, CHCS and TPOCS updates must be installed so that TPOCS and CHCS are in synched.  

CHCS IB Rate table updates, CMAC Rate Table, and CPT Modifier Mapping updates will be made available to sites on 20 May 2011 for installation.  All sites must install by 30 June for the effective date of 01 July 2011.  If the updates are installed on 01 July or after, then the effective date will be the installation date + 1.  Do not install the IB Rate and CMAC Table updates if a site does not have the corresponding AHLTA CPT FY2011 codes and the CHCS CPT codes as listed above.  
Note that CHCS MSA and DD7A billing do not have the capability to recalculate past charges.  Any MSA or DD7A charges occurring before 01 July 2011 will be calculated using the old rate.  If the Rate Tables are installed late, the MSA or DD7A biller may need to exclude a line item that was calculated with the old rate and then repost the corrected amount as a "one time charge."

After installation of the new software, TPOCS will automatically recalculate charges using the new rate table if the date of service (DOS) is 01 July 2011 or later AND the claim has a status of Raw Data.

If you have not installed the following updates yet on CHCS, please do so as soon as possible, because they impact the rates that the MSA and DD7A functionalities use.  TPOCS has the ability to retroactively calculate the rates for a claim if the claim is in a RAW DATA status.  CHCS does not have the capability to retroactively recalculate rates. 
CHCS RATE TABLE UPDATES:

CHCS-SS_CMAC_BY2011_4630-1.0: 

This update will be released on 20 May 2011 for an installation date of no later than 30 June 2011 in order to meet the new effective date of 01 July 2011. This special release provides CHCS sites with a full baseline update to the CHAMPUS Maximum Allowable Charge (CMAC) rate tables with the portion of the CMAC Rate Tables applicable to each site based upon their CMAC Locality.  The update is based upon official source data provided by the TMA Uniform Business Office. The primary purpose of this update is to provide CHCS sites with CMAC Rate Tables to support the Outpatient Itemized Billing module.  The required hardware, software, and/or operating system are: CHCS 4.630, corresponding AHLTA software with the FY2011 CPT codes, and the CHCS-SS_CPT_FY2011-1.0 data update.   Once those are installed, then the CHCS-SS_IBRATE_BY2011-1.0 must be installed to complete this package.  There is no downtime for this package. This s/w is covered under SCCB-47 for date sensitive data and will be deployed automatically to all CHCS sites via SPDS.    
CHCS-SS_IBRATE_BY2011_4630-1.0:

This update will be released on 20 May 2011 for an installation date of no later than 30 June 2011 in order to meet the new effective date of 01 July 2011. This special release provides CHCS sites with a full baseline update to the 2011 Outpatient Itemized Billing rate tables including Ambulance, Anesthesia, DME/DMS, Dental, Immunizations, CPT/Revenue Code Mapping, and Government Calculation Rate (IMET/IAR). These rate tables are based upon official source data provided by the TMA Uniform Business Office.  The primary purpose of this update is to provide sites with rate tables to support the Outpatient Itemized Billing module.   The required hardware, software, and/or operating system for implementation of this software are:  CHCS 4.630, corresponding AHLTA software with the FY2011 CPT codes, and the CHCS-SS_CPT_FY2011-1.0 data update.  After those are installed, CHCS-SS_CMAC_BY2011-1.0 must be installed to complete this package.  There is no downtime for this package.  This s/w is covered under SCCB-47 for date sensitive data and will be deployed automatically to all CHCS sites via SPDS.  
CHCS-SS_MOD_MAPPING_FY2011_4630-2.0:

This update will be released to all sites on 20 May 2011 for an installation date of no later than 30 June 2011 in order to meet the new effective date of 01 July 2011. The CPT Modifier Mapping Table update release provides CHCS sites with a full baseline update to the Outpatient Itemized Billing (OIB) Rate Table Driver file (#8058.3), Itemized Billing (IB) CPT Modifier Calculations file (#8058.4) and KG ADS Modifiers file (#100512). These files determine:    

1) Which modifiers are allowable for different ranges of CPT codes in the Ambulatory Data Module (ADM) subsystem in CHCS.
2) Which rate table in the MSA subsystem of CHCS to use to find the rate for a CPT code.
The primary purpose of this update is to provide sites with code modifications from the TMA Uniform Business Office. The required hardware, software, or operating system for implementation of this software is; CHCS 4.630. There is no downtime for this package.  This s/w is covered under SCCB-47 for date sensitive data and will be deployed automatically to all CHCS sites via SPDS.  
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
