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CAD    (Inpatient Catchment Area Directory)
Definition:
The CAD depicts the historical (beginning in the early 1980s) association between every branch-of-service/ZIP code combination and any current or closed Military Treatment Facility (MTF) (as represented by its Defense Medical Information System Identification, or DMIS ID) that offers/ever offered inpatient services. The universe of ZIP codes and MTFs in the CAD includes those ZIPs and MTFs, active or discontinued, from the 1980s to the present, that are/were located in the Continental United States (CONUS) or the territory of Puerto Rico (PR).

The CAD tracks over time whether a ZIP code’s geographic location of its centroid lies within or outside of an approximate 40 mile straight-line radius around any inpatient MTF.  If a ZIP lies within this radius during a certain time-frame, it is labeled a catchment ZIP and associated with an inpatient MTF DMIS ID.  If a ZIP lies outside this radius during a certain time-frame, it is labeled a non-catchment ZIP and associated with a state non-catchment DMIS ID.
Purposes:  
1.) Per phone survey directed to the Managed Care Support Contractors (MCSCs) in October, 2008, the CAD is still relevant and used as input for internal accounting systems, enrollment and Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) systems, and Authorization and Referral systems.  Processing sub-contractor for North and South regions (PGBA) still uses this file in claims processing as primary source for ZIP eligibility (i.e. as a Regional validity source).

2.)  Used in TRICARE Encounter Data (TED) claims processing system to derive the MTF/Non-Catchment Code if not derived in the Contract Region File.
3.)  Used by Beneficiary Counseling and Assistance Coordinators at TRICARE Regional Offices and at MTFs to determine if a non-availability statement (NAS) must be issued for mental health admissions, per guidance in the TRICARE Policy Manual, Chapter 1, Section 6.1.  The TRICARE Operations Manual, Chapter 1, Section 4, Paragraph 2.3 requires the MCSCs to use the CAD for this purpose.

Altarum Institute (Altarum) is the current contractor who creates, maintains and updates this file monthly.  Their contract will expire in May 2012.

NOTE:  Altarum sends this file electronically to TRICARE Management Activity-Aurora/Office of the Chief Financial Officer/Business and Economic Analysis/Data Quality and Functional Proponency (TMA-A/OCFO/BEA/DQFP, hereafter referred to as DQFP) as a monthly point-in-time extract.  This file contains all the elements listed above excluding Effective and Termination Dates.  Each row of data represents the most current information for every combination of ZIP code/Branch of Service/DMIS ID association.

Altarum also includes a monthly change report highlighting any differences between last month’s file and this month’s file in an Appendix to its total documentation package.

TMA Update Processes:
When DQFP receives Altarum’s point-in-time extract, it is sent to the Patient Encounter Processing and Reporting Reference File (PEPR RF) team.  PEPR RF compares the point-in-time extract to the CAD containing accumulated history with Effective and Termination dates.  A PEPR RF change report is created that identifies all additions, terminations, and modifications to the CAD’s most current history.  These changes are noted and verified against the Altarum change report mentioned above.  These changes are then incorporated as new history.
In the 2002/2003 timeframe, TMA began delivery of foreign ZIP code information to the MCSCs.  Since, at that time, the historical CAD was the only ZIP code file produced by TMA, updated foreign ZIP information was added to it each month before distribution to the MCSCs, and has continued to the present time.  Please note that the main purpose of the CAD has no relationship to foreign ZIP information.  This modification to the historical CAD was done simply for convenience and to address an entirely separate need of the MCSCs.
Distribution:

The point-in-time extract CAD file from Altarum is sent only to DQFP, who forwards it to PEPR RF.

PEPR RF sends the updated historical CAD to the TRICARE Encounter Data (TED) claims processing system so its CAD table can be updated.
PEPR RF sends the updated historical CAD to the MCSCs and their claims processing sub-contractors as required by the TRICARE Operations Manual.

Altarum maintains an official TMA CAD web site where anyone with Internet access may download the current or prior point-in-time CAD file extracts.  The site is located at www.tma-cad.com

CRF    (Contract Region File)

Definition:

The CRF was developed from early 2001 to mid 2002 by TRICARE Management Activity-Aurora/Office of the Chief Financial Officer/Business and Economic Analysis/Data Quality and Functional Proponency (TMA-A/OCFO/BEA/DQFP, hereafter referred to as DQFP) and represents an attempt to accurately reflect the geographic definition of each Health Care Service Region as defined in TMA’s managed care support contracts.  As such, the CRF

1.) Establishes a current geographic definition of each Health Care Service Region by ZIP code.

2.) Establishes a historical assignment of Health Care Service Region code to each ZIP code since the beginning of each managed care support contract, beginning with the set of managed care support contracts for the 12 Lead Agent Regions, implemented during the period ranging from March, 1995 to June, 1998.

The CRF was created entirely from the managed care support contracts and is nothing more than a compilation of ZIP code-to-region history as expressed in the initial contracts plus all their ZIP/region modifications summarized into one electronic file.  It is for this reason the CRF will never replace or supersede the regional definitions found in the managed care contracts.  If a discrepancy is discovered between the CRF and the contract, the contract will always take precedence and the CRF will be modified to comply with the contract.

The CRF, like the Inpatient Catchment Area Directory (CAD), also depicts the historical association between every branch-of-service/ZIP code combination and any current or closed Military Treatment Facility (MTF) (as represented by its Defense Medical Information System Identification, or DMIS ID) that offers/ever offered inpatient services. The universe of ZIP codes and MTFs in the CRF includes those ZIPs and MTFs, active or discontinued, from the start of the Lead Agent contracts to the present that are/were located in the Continental United States (CONUS), the territories and possessions of the United States, and all military foreign ZIP codes (Army/Air Force Post Office (APO), Fleet Post Office (FPO), Diplomatic Post Office (DPO)).

Like the CAD, the CRF also tracks over time whether a ZIP code’s geographic location of its centroid lies within or outside of an approximate 40 mile straight-line radius around any inpatient MTF.  If a ZIP lies within this radius during a certain time-frame, it is labeled a catchment ZIP and associated with an inpatient MTF DMIS ID.  If a ZIP lies outside this radius during a certain time-frame, it is labeled a non-catchment ZIP and associated with a state non-catchment DMIS ID.  This logic applies only to CONUS and U.S. territory/possession ZIP codes, not to military foreign ZIP codes.
Purposes:  

1.)   The CRF exists to address historical inaccuracies found in the CAD.  The CAD, as the official TMA source in the TRICARE Operations Manual for verifying geographic nonavailability statement (NAS) requirements, has always been forced to maintain its history information in a strictly prospective manner (i.e. no retroactive changes were allowed - a ZIP which previously did not require a NAS during a certain timeframe could never be changed later such that a NAS was now required for the same timeframe).  Eventually, when mistakes were discovered in the CAD’s catchment and region history, they could only be corrected prospectively, not retroactively, resulting in erroneous history.  The CRF addresses this problem by allowing retroactive updates of all its fields at any time when inaccuracies are discovered.  This allows the CRF to represent, to the best knowledge available from the appropriate sources, the actual dates that historical events took place.  As a result, all changes to ZIP/region associations must now correspond to only the actual effective dates of managed care contract regional implementation, modifications or TMA policy directives.  All Military Treatment Facility (MTF) downsizings or closings must now correspond only to the actual termination dates as provided by the Services.  All initial effective dates for new ZIP codes must now correspond only to their actual effective dates as noted in the United States Postal Service bi-weekly bulletins.

2.)  Used in TRICARE Encounter Data (TED) claims processing system as the primary source to:


a.)  determine the validity of a claim’s ZIP code, 


b.)  derive the MTF/Non-Catchment Code for a claim,


c.)  derive a claim’s Health Care Service region code for non-enrollees and the following 
TMA programs: TRICARE Mail Order Pharmacy (TMOP), TRICARE Retail Pharmacy 
(TRRx), and the TRICARE Dual Eligible Fiscal Intermediary Contract (TDEFIC).

3.)  The TRICARE Operations Manual, Chapter 1, Section 4, Paragraph 2.3 requires Managed Care Support Contractors (MCSCs) to use the CRF “in its claims processing system to determine the validity of a beneficiary or provider ZIP code”.

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Source & Point of Contact:

Altarum Institute (Altarum) is the current contractor and only input source allowed to create, maintain and update this history file monthly.  Their contract will expire in May 2012.

NOTE:  Altarum sends two versions of this file electronically to DQFP each month, a 1-Region CRF and a 2-Region CRF.  Originally, Altarum only produced a CRF with one region code (i.e. the Health Service Region).  In early 2004, several TMA organizations requested another CRF with a second region code (i.e. the Non-TNEX Region) added to each record.  The Element layout above represents this 2-Region CRF.

Altarum includes a monthly change report highlighting any differences between last month’s file and this month’s file.

TMA Update Processes:
When DQFP receives Altarum’s monthly 1-Region CRF and 2-Region CRF updates, the 2-Region CRF is sent to the Patient Encounter Processing and Reporting Reference File (PEPR RF) team.  Since each CRF is received as a complete replacement file with any new history already updated, PEPR RF compares the new CRF to its CRF database and a PEPR RF change report is created that identifies all additions, terminations, and modifications to PEPR’s  current CRF database.  These changes are verified against the Altarum change report mentioned above, and if they match then the PEPR RF team loads the monthly CRF update into its production database as a complete replacement file.

Distribution:

The monthly CRF files from Altarum (1-Region and 2-Region) are sent only to DQFP, who forwards the 2-Region CRF to PEPR RF.

PEPR RF sends the updated 2-Region CRF to the TRICARE Encounter Data (TED) claims processing system so its CRF table can be updated.

PEPR RF sends the updated 2-Region CRF to the Pharmacy contractor, the MCSCs, and their claims processing sub-contractors as required by the TRICARE Operations Manual.

When the CRF was initiated and began distribution, the TMA-A web team simultaneously created and maintains a CRF online query tool on the TMA website where anyone with Internet access may query a zip code or any data element for its current or historical values.  Each month the primary responsible SQL Server Database Administrator (DBA) located at TMA-A loads the 2-Region CRF to a database as a complete replacement file and makes it available to this query tool.  The query tool may be accessed at http://www.tricare.osd.mil/crf.  Even though the “Non-TNEX Region Code” is not a specific data element on the query tool, it can still be identified by searching the history of any ZIP code.  The “Non-TNEX Region Code” for any ZIP code is simply the “Health Service Region” value on the ZIP code history record terminated immediately prior to the effective date of the TNEX ZIP code history record.

Depending on the context, there are two sources for Procedure Codes. One is the contractor 3M and the other is the TMA application PEPR RF. 3M sends an updated Procedure Code file to TMA on a quarterly basis. That file is used as source data for Procedure Codes within PEPR RF. Once the 3M file has been integrated with existing PEPR RF Procedure Codes, PEPR RF becomes the source for all other TMA applications.

3M is the source only for Procedure Code data on and after April 1, 2007. History of Procedure Code data prior to that is maintained only in PEPR RF. When the 3M Procedure Code file is integrated into the PEPR RF data on a quarterly basis, no change is made to records that pertain to care received before April 1, 2007. 

TMA Update Process:

Before the beginning of each quarter, TMA processes the file received from 3M. The file is loaded into the PEPR RF application. Reports are run to show what the changes will be when the file is actually applied to the PEPR RF data base. These reports are analyzed to detect and plan for any unexpected consequences of applying the file to PEPR RF. Once all implications are understood, the file is applied. The PEPR RF user interface is then used to make any necessary post-load updates. When all updates are complete, the data is transferred to TED Processing so that it can be used to edit incoming claims.

Updates may also occur during a quarter. These updates are done at the direction of MB&RS. They are done through the PEPR RF interface.
