Dental Billing for Dependents: 

Title 10 USC,  Section 1077 (c), Medical Care for Dependents: Authorized Care in Facilities of Uniformed Services currently states that the only exceptions to receiving dental care in Uniform Service medical/dental treatment facilities for enrolled family members are for  “..emergency dental care, dental care provided outside the United States, and dental care that is not covered by such plan”.  

In addition, Section 1077 (b)(2)(A) states:  “ (b) The following types of healthcare may not be provided under section 1076 of this title:  (2) Prosthetic devices, hearing aids….except that- (A) outside the United States and stations inside the United States where adequate civilian facilities are unavailable, such items may be sold to dependents at cost to the United States.”

There has been legislative language proposed to allow such services for providers participating in authorized Graduate Medical/Dental Education programs.  However, until that time, these services are not authorized and therefore MAY NOT be billed under the TPC Program.
