
Directory Structures in the MHS Mart (M2)
This specification applies to report-holding directories (or path equivalents) in the MHS Mart (M2), including any WEB-I extension of the M2.

The essential characteristics for these directories are:

· Rapid deployment (high urgency).

· Allow only authorized report writers to create reports in the directory matching their organization. No directory will contain reports not authored by an authorized functional report-writer.
· Allow all users with appropriate levels of access to view reports in any directory.

· Allow organizations to have sub-directories where needed to manage reports and make them easy to find.

There is not any requirement placed on the M2 to create reports for within these directories, other than as needed to test that the system and directory structure are operating correctly.

At this time, the Business Objects software permits only a single level of categories with no further directory structure.  The high level categories to be used in lieu of directory structure are shown on the following page. (The last page is the original directory structure that can only be implemented should there be further evolution in the COTS product to permit directories).
