Mod Language for $0 Cost Unilateral Change Order 

The Government anticipates that the manual changes will be accomplished at no increase to the contract price ($0).  If however, the Contractor believes there are costs associated with this change, under the Changes Clause, (c) of both 52-243-1 and 52-243-2, the Contractor must assert its right to an adjustment within thirty (30) days from the date of receipt of the written order.
