-- DFAR 243.204-70-4 Limitations on obligations: The Government shall not obligate more than 50 percent of the not-to-exceed price before definitization.   However, if a contractor submits a qualifying proposal before 50 percent of the not-to-exceed price has been obligated by the Government, the limitation on obligations before definitization may be increased to no more than 75 (Note: 
ensure first obligated amount is not more than 49%).   
Mod Language for Unilateral Change Order with Projected Cost
1) The not-to-exceed (NTE) price of this change order is $5,000,000.00.  Funds in the amount of $2,450,000.00 
2) The definitization schedule is as follows:

a) The Contractor’s qualifying proposal is due XX days from the issuance of this change order.

b) The change order will be definitized no later than 180 days after issuance of this change order or from receipt of the contractor’s qualifying proposal.   
3) As a requirement of this change order, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer if/when incurred costs under this change order reach 75% of the amount obligated for this change order.  Prior to definitization of this change order, the Contractor is not authorized to incur cost in excess of the obligated amount.  The Government is not liable for any amount in excess of the obligated amount.
