FACILITY IMPLEMENTATION GUIDANCE

1. The Surgeon General is Navy Medicine’s Corporate Privileging Authority, he has delegated that authority via BUMEDINST 6320.66D to the CO’s, CDR’s, TYCOMs, etc, who depend upon their Professional Affairs Coordinators (PAC) to oversee the process at each command. 

2. Thus the PAC is the command subject matter expert on privileging and privileged providers.  DoD policy requires all privileged providers to obtain an NPI Type 1 by 23 May 07.  Effective immediately as individual providers initiate or renew privileges they will need to provide a copy of their NPI Type 1 number to their current credentials office.  The information will be entered into the Centralized Credentials Quality Assurance System (CCQAS) database.   Once the NPI Type 1 is entered in CCQAS it will print out on CCQAS generated ICTB’s, PPIS’s, and Snapshot/Status sheets.
3. After the PAC has entered the NPI Type 1 into CCQAS they will place a copy into the Individual Credentials File (ICF).  A second copy, annotated with the provider’s last 4 of their SSN  will be forwarded for entering into DMHRSi via:

(Note it is important that you enter the NPI Type 1 number  into CCQAS and forward for entering into DMHRSi as this information is being monitored at both BUMED and Health Affairs with reports being run on a monthly basis.  Right now we have 26 which is up from the previous 13, but we still have a long way to go).
