	Obtaining National Provider Identifier (NPI) Type 2
The purpose of enumerating organizational health care providers within the Military Health System is to be in compliance with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPPA) (Public Law 104-191) National Provider Identifier (NPI) final rule (45 CFR, Part 162).  The NPI will be a unique identifier for all Parent DMIS ID Military Treatment Facilities.  All MTFs with legislative authority to bill will obtain a NPI Type 2 number by May 23, 2007.  The NPI will be used through out the United States health care system to identify health care providers in HIPPA covered standard electronic transactions.

Each Parent DMIS ID will be receiving 2 or more NPI Type 2s.  One NPI Type 2 will be for MTF billing and a NPI Type 2 for each Pharmacy dispensing location.

For the MTF billing NPI Type 2, each Parent DMIS ID will be required to designate a person with in the Comptrollers office/Billing Office that will be responsible for submitting the initial application for the NPI Type 2 and any future updates to the National Plan and Provider Enumeration System (NPPES).  Any time this point of contact changes, NPPES, TMA and BUMED must be notified of the change within 30 days.

For the Pharmacy dispensing locations, the MTFs will not be responsible for obtaining the Pharmacy NPI Type 2 numbers.  Pharmacies will be receiving the NPI Type 2 number through the Pharmacy Operations Center (POC).  The POC will be validating all NCPDP numbers and then will enumerate all MTFs with the NPI type 2.

Once at the website you will be able to fill out the initial application on line and submit via the web.  There are detailed instructions on the website on what you need to do to submit the application.

After the application is sent to NPPES, the designated POC will receive an email from NPPES with the MTFs NPI Type 2 number.  When the POC receives the email with the NPI Type 2, they need to forward the email to the following email addresses:
