GENERAL INFORMATION REGARDING CAMBODIAN ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

· No-fee passport is generally required for official travel.  Passports must be valid for at least six (6) months beyond the date of arrival in Cambodia.

· Visas are available upon arrival at both Siem Reap and Phnom Penh airports.  For those travelling on Official or Diplomatic passports there is no charge; however, for those travelling with tourist’s passports or foreign passports there is a $20.00 visa fee.  Ensure you bring two passport sized photos in order to complete/obtain your visa upon arrival. You can also apply for a visa via Cambodian embassies or online at http://evisa.mfaic.gov.kh/e-visa/vindex.aspx .  Please read the directions carefully, as some countries are exempt from the online visa process.

· Non-U.S. military individuals travelling with passports from the following countries will have to procure their Cambodian visas through the Cambodian Embassy in their country of residence: Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, Iraq, Iran, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Algeria and Sudan. 

· For all military and DOD civilian employees, a country clearance is also required.  Country clearances must be done through the online APACS website at: https://apacs.dtic.mil/apacs/index.jsp.  This site will allow you to enter the specifics of your travel; however, please note that in addition to the information requested on APACS,  the following must be included in your country clearance submission:
a. Anti-terrorism/Force Protection (AT/FP) training dates.  (Training is available at: https://atlevel1.dtic.mil/at/)
b. A statement that the traveler has a Force Protection Plan approved by an O-3 or above or the civilian equivalent. (A draft/template has been provided.)

· For additional entry information details regarding Cambodia, please refer to the foreign clearance guide available at: https://www.fcg.pentagon.mil/.  Click on Cambodia and read “SECTION III: PERSONNEL ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR OFFICIAL TRAVEL”.  Please note the 30-day lead time needed to process clearances.
OTHER NOTES

· Although Cambodia has its own currency (the Riel), the US Dollar is the main currency used for all purchases.  Historically, 1 USD has equaled about 4,000 Riels.  You will only receive your change (less than 1 USD) in Cambodian currency.  There is no need to exchange USD into Cambodian currency; bring USD for your purchases.

· All major hotels accept the major credit cards.   
· Should medical care become necessary, the locally recommended hospital is the Royal Angkor International Hospital.
