Entry Requirements.  To enter Malaysia, passports must be valid for six months beyond the date of arrival in-country.  Visas are not required for stays of less than 90 days. A template AT/FP Plan has also been attached for your convenience.

Airport Transportation.  An alternative to taking a taxi or limousine from the airport is the KLIA Ekspres, which is a premium non-stop high-speed train service that connects KLIA (Kuala Lumpur International Airport) and the Kuala Lumpur city center.  Cruising at a top speed of 160 km/h, the journey takes 28 minutes and departs at 15 minutes intervals.
