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Instructions
A NAS rule set allows the MTF to set up the electronic process of issuing a NAS.  This rule set will allow for multiple reviews, ending with a Final Reviewing Authority.  
You will learn in this instructional guide how to build a rule set and apply it to current NAS business processes. This guide provides the following information:

1. A sample queue screen including instructions on building review queues in order to receive a NAS issuance number and a 278 message to the MCSC.  

2. A screen showing a list of MDC’s.

3. A screen illustrating the edit functionality of MDC’s.
4. A rule set screen including descriptions and explanations of each field. 
Please note:  These documents are provided to assist you with documenting your MTF’s business processes.  There is an additional table provided for you to enter this information as you document the processes.  You may use this for documenting or you may create your own method.  These templates are only provided to assist you with documenting the processes at your MTF. 

NAS Add/Edit Queue
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The screen shot above shows how to build a queue box for a NAS.  A user can create a queue box from an existing queue box.

1. ‘Enter Queue Name and Description’ 

a. Enter queue name in the name field

b. Provide details of the name in the description field

NAS MDC Edit
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This screen shot demonstrates how to change the start date/stop date on an MDC that may have a waiver submitted on it after December 28, 2003.    The MDCs will be loaded with an original start date/stop date configured.

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An explanation of each field is listed below.

1.  ‘Enter NAS Rule Name and Description’ 

a. Enter name for the rule set in the “name” field 

b. Provide details in the in the “description” field

2.   ‘Select the Major Diagnostic Category (MDC) this rule will apply to’ 

a.  Select a MDC for this rule.

3.   ‘Add the Review Authorities for this NAS rule’

a.  Select up to 3 review authorities.  The NAS will route in the order specified.

b.  An example is shown above 

c.  Multiple users can assign themselves reviewers of these queue boxes.

d.  If The Final Review Authority approves the NAS, a NAS issuance number will be created and a 278 message will be sent to the MCSC.  

d.  The lower level approvals will not trigger the NAS issuance number or the 278 message to the MCSC.
