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DEFENSE MEDICAL INFORMATION SYSTEM IDENTIFIER (DMIS ID) FOR EXTERNAL RESOURCE SHARING AGREEMENTS (ERSA)

PURPOSE: To facilitate the proper monitoring and tracking of ERSA workload and costs.  

DISCUSSION: DMIS IDs are recognized by DoD as the controlling standard for medical and military facility identification and cost/workload classification. To capture workload associated with the delivered health care services under an ERSA, a DMIS ID must be created with the participating network facility. Requests to establish DMIS IDs for ERSAs must be submitted to the MTF’s Service Point of Contact (POC). If this information becomes outdated, please notify the DMIS ID helpdesk on the website, http://www.dmisid.com/cgi-dmis/default.  Attached is a flow chart that depicts the process to acquire a DMIS ID.

One benefit of ERSAs is it enables the military treatment facility’s (MTF) health care providers to provide covered medical services to active duty and TRICARE beneficiaries in a network facility when such services cannot be accomplished in their MTF. Such a situation may result for a variety of reasons. It could be a temporary reduction of operating rooms or clinical space, or the reduction of support staff, or delays in acquiring needed equipment. The benefit of using an ERSA when the need exists is twofold.  First, ERSAs allow MTF providers to maintain their medical currency on procedures that cannot be performed at their MTF.  Secondly, the government avoids the costs associated with the professional services these MTF providers perform under the ERSA. This reduces the overall Private Sector Care cost the government pays.

SUMMARY: When entering into a new ERSA it’s critical the participating network facility has a DMIS ID established. All DMIS ID requests must be submitted to your Service POC.
